Did You Know?

The tradition of using colored and painted
stained-glass windows in Catholic churches dates
to the medieval European time from the 10" to
16" century. This pictorial art form was used in
churches in northern France, Germany, and
England to enhance the architectural beauty of the
church building and as a way to use symbolism,
images or portraits describing biblical stories and
historical church events to teach the faithful. The
natural exterior sunlight shines through the
medium of the stained-glass windows and are
viewed inside the church, symbolic of God’s light
of truth that is communicated through the world in
which humanity lives. The cathedral in Chartres,
France is probably the most renowned church with
176 stained-glass windows that depict the books
of the Bible

You may wish to take the time to view the
stained-glass window in our lower church that
depict symbols of the sacraments and the upper
church stained glass windows that portray the
glorious mysteries of the rosary on the north side
of the church and the joyful mysteries of the
rosary on the south side as well as the stained-
glass windows in the chapel at the parish pastoral
center. As an artistic form, stained-glass windows
have been used for catechesis in teaching and
learning about the Catholic faith.
